Ask student if they plan to attend full-time (12+ hours) or part-time. Remind them that this

affects financial aid status (and may also affect insurance coverage, as many are covered on
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changing their course schedules without discussing it first with you. If they drop a course

and fall below full-time enrollment status, they may owe reimbursement if they have

received federal financial aid. Part-time students may also find that if they drop and add

courses, they owe additional tuition to USCL.

Remind students of the two-tier tuition rate. Students with 75 or more credit hours pay a
higher tuition rate (established by USC Columbia), based on the presumption that they are
pursuing a baccalaureate degree by this point. (The higher rate is still lower than the rate
paid by students at USC Columbia.)

Ask students if they have LIFE Scholarship. Under the stipulations of this program, to

remain eligible a student must complete 30 credit hours in a year (i.e., by the end of

summer) and maintain a 3.0 GPA. Most of our LIFE students choose to enroll in at least 15
